« Manages the 860-acre Watershed Reserve in Hopewell with more than 10 miles of hiking trails, the
Buttinger Nature Center and Kate Gorrie Butterfly House

» Hosts the Honey Brook Organic Farm, the largest community-supported organic farm in the country

» Helped establish open space funds in 20 towns in our region

» Leads the way to enact strong environmental protections at the state and local level, including
important regulations like NJ Freshwater Wetlands Protection Act

» Helped launch other environmental groups, including the D&R Greenway and the Northeast
