Land purchase advances goal of Princeton Ridge erege

August 25, 2011. Princeton, NJ. Four non-proflisge government agencies, and numerous
private donors have preserved a key 14-acre pafeceature forest on the sensitive Princeton
Ridge in northern Princeton Township. The StongdB-Millstone Watershed Association, New
Jersey Conservation Foundation, Friends of Pramc@pen Space, and Kingston Greenways
Association, in partnership with Princeton Towmsiercer County and the NJ Green Acres
program, preserved the land that had been ownéldebRRicciardi family.

The Ricciardi tract connects two adjacent propsrsilated for preservation in the near future. J.

Five years ago, the Watershed Association fougainat a proposed 98-unit housing development
on the Ricciardi property. The Zoning Board régelcthe majority of the proposal but approved a
significant amount of development on the land. Rineciardi family then sought approvals for 47
housing units on the property before agreeingliatise land for preservation.
